Sean Mahony Chairperson of the Board of Trustees, 
Clare Couch, Board Chair of Proprietors Staff, Father 
John Walls S.M. our College Priest, Kelly Ross, Vicar 
of Education for the Archdiocese of Wellington, staff, 
parents, students, and visitors. A very warm welcome 
to all of you this evening. It is my pleasure and 
privilege to present the 2022 Rector’s Report to the 
Board of Trustees, Board of Proprietors and our school 
community.

We had hoped that we could get through 2022 
uninterrupted after a disjointed 2021 but that, of 
course, wasn’t to be the case. 2022 gave us more of 
the same. It has been another challenging year, and it 
has impacted the motivation levels of pupils throughout 
the country. We too, have seen that at St Patrick’s 
College Silverstream. Reduced motivation levels, of 
course, then influence achievement levels. I have 
been impressed by the tenacity and determination 
of many of our students to overcome the obstacles 
they have encountered. Staff have worked hard to 
maintain momentum in the curriculum’s delivery, so 
that our students have had the best possible chance 
of attaining pleasing outcomes. I would like to thank 
our teaching staff for their dedicated service to our 
students.  At this point I would also like to thank our 
loyal team of relief teachers who have helped us 
through the year, allowing the College to remain open 
for instruction, when regular staff were away ill.

The school enjoyed a year of relative normality in 
terms of the calendar of planned events. We even held 
the McEvedy Shield in September after we postponed 
it earlier this year. The young men of the College 
could take part in all aspects of school life. However, 
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as we went through the year, I became increasingly 
concerned about the interruptions to the education of 
our young men because of illness.  

What is of particular concern is the international 
research that shows one of the most notable 
disadvantages in education today is, simply, being a 
young male. The Australian Centre for Educational 
research notes that “the concern for boys’ education 
and development was raised because they were 
over-represented in areas such as remedial education 
and had higher levels of behavioural problems, while 
being underrepresented in the study of subjects such 
as the fine arts, foreign languages and literature”. The 
research also suggests that boys are becoming more 
disengaged in the classroom, even if they are engaged 
in the wider school life such as cultural activities, the 
performing arts and sport. The effect of social media 
continues to influence our young men and sadly the 
wider population, which I find interesting, given that 
social media is not exactly known for its intellectual 
discourse.

The NCEA system, focused as it is on literacy, is a 
significant hurdle. Literacy is a major area of concern 
for boys from primary school right through to NCEA 
Level 3. There is a greater focus on writing, even 
in traditionally less literacy-based subjects such as 
mathematics, that continues to prove challenging for 
our young men. 

The curriculum is undergoing yet another review 
– while it has been branded a curriculum refresh it 
appears to be more like a re-write. Whilst this notion 
may have been done with the best intentions, I 
question the timing to change the how and the what 
schools are teaching after three years of disrupted

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learning, and all the challenges that came with it. 
An understanding and appreciation of how schools 
actually work, when proposed changes to the 
assessment system, for example, are made, need to 
consider the realities and practicalities of everyday 
school life.

As a College, we will develop a learning culture at 
Silverstream that supports and enables our students to 
gain these vital skills despite these challenges.

The academic results from 2021 made for interesting 
reading given the challenging circumstances. Whilst 
there is always room for improvement, our young 
men need to continue to strive to be the best possible 
version God created them to be. To the Year 13 
cohort, congratulations on your efforts this year. Your 
achievements are being honoured at this ceremony. I 
hope that the education you have received at Stream 
will stand you in good stead for the challenges you 
will face in the future. Remember your Catholic and 
Marist values, as these will serve as a reliable guide 
in the future. I would like to acknowledge your Dean, 
Mrs Jane Nolan. Mrs Nolan has worked closely and 
tirelessly with you for the last five years through your 
journey at the College. Thank you Jane for your 
dedication to these young men.

While 2022 again had its challenges, the young men of 
our school have been able to record some impressive 
achievements. A full winter sports season was a 
highlight, as was the return of many of the cultural 
activities that had been affected over recent times. The 
performances of our Kapa Haka and Pasifika groups 
at the Hutt Fest was a wonderful experience. Summer 
co-curricular activities are in full swing. 

I wish all staff that are leaving, all the best for the 
future and thank them for the commitment and 
support they have given our school and our young 
men. At the end of this year, we will farewell four 
long-standing members of staff, Mr Graeme Hydes, 
Mr Simon Fordyce, Mrs Anne Whiteford, who are all 
retiring, and Mr Reuben Pivac, who is moving to a 
HOD role at Tawa College. Our Deputy Rector Mrs 
Jane Hambidge, leaves for Naenae College after three 
years of service. Matua Hona Black has accepted a 
position in the tertiary field, Mrs Anayibi Laboa to Hutt 
International Boys School and Mr Peter Dowden has 
taken a year’s refreshment leave.

Mr Hydes began teaching at the College in 1988, 
and has contributed significantly to the Science 
department. Mr Fordyce joined the College in 2005, 
and was appointed to the position of HOD of English 
in 2008. Mrs Whiteford began at the College in 
1999. She has been HOD of Languages and Dean 
of International Students, and has taught Religious 
Studies, French, junior English and ESOL. Mr Pivac 
began teaching at the College in 2009. He has taught 

Biology Physics and Science over the years, and is 
also the assistant HOD of Science.

I would like to take this opportunity to thank the Senior 
Leadership Team for their commitment and support. 
As Deputy Rector, Mrs Hambidge has been incredibly 
supportive in helping me integrate in to the College. 
Her dedication and common-sense approach are very 
much appreciated and I wish her all the best in her 
new position at Naenae College.

The non-teaching staff of our school have done a 
wonderful job and their roles are vital in ensuring St 
Patrick’s College operates efficiently. Every one is an 
important member of our team, and I would like to 
thank them for their contribution. Many of them are the 
first members of staff the public meet when they get 
to the College.

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Simon Fordyce
At the end of 2004, a late resignation of an English teacher turned into a massive 
plus when St. Patrick’s was fortunate to have Simon Fordyce appointed to the 
position of Assistant HOD English, to begin teaching in 2005.

Fortunate indeed as Simon already had vast experience in teaching English in six 
schools, three of which were in England and included fourteen years as a Head of 
Department. In 2008 he was promoted to HOD English and has remained in that role 
until his retirement this year.

A feature of Simon’s teaching, much commented on by staff and students alike, is his 
meticulous planning, work ethic and attention to detail. There was not a day when 
Simon left for home without having all his lessons mapped out for classes on his 
whiteboard, ready to go for the next day.

Outside of the classroom, Simon made many valued contributions to the wider life of the college. He was involved 
in Hockey and Table Tennis as a coach and manager. He was also a Bible reading coach for the annual O’Shea 
Shield competition.

However, many will remember for Simon for his great love of and passion for running. A keen runner himself, Simon 
could often be seen setting out across number 2 field after school for his daily fix of running endorphins. He was an 
integral part of many winning staff teams in events such as Wellington Round the Bays and Martinborough Round 
the Vines.

You have the chance to do things that you never 
thought you could do, to be introduced to many amazing people and experiences. 
The Award provides many excellent occasions to learn valuable skills, develop 
leadership, resilience, and initiative, in an enjoyable and engaging environment. As 
a Marist, it also creates opportunities to give back to the community and help those 
in need. It is therefore a programme that encourages growth in all aspects of life 
and enables you to discover more about yourself.

I challenge all Stream students to take part in such a great programme.

Year in View 
2022 is the first year of the Duke of Edinburgh’s Hillary Award being opt-out for 
our Year 10s doing Bronze. This has been slow to get going during the various 
COVID-19 restrictions, but those who have taken up the challenge have stepped up 
and been progressing well. Students have been involved in serving the community 
across the Hutt Valley, including sports coaching, after school care, environmental 
clean-ups, and collection for charity.Several students have also completed their 
Award during the year. Congratulations to Jordan Mills, Zachery Bruce, Jamie 
Campbell, and Lachlan Pitchford for completing their Bronze Award. Old Boy 
Sebastian Watson (2017-2021) completed his Gold Award this year and will receive 
this from the Governor General at a ceremony at Government House. 
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Adventurous Journey 
Day 1 - Mt Holdsworth Carpark to Totara Flats Hut 
First, we all met up in the Mt Holdsworth car park. We met 
up with our friends Huia and Ashley who would join us on 
the tramp. After ten minutes of talking and catching up 
we started the tramp following another group of students 
that we were doing the tramp with but in different groups. 
After 20 mins of walking, we got to “Rocky Lookout’’ 
where we had our morning tea and so we could catch 
our breath. From this lookout we could see for quite a 
distance, trees below us like a sea. This morning tea 
break was also a chance to talk more with our fellow 
trampers and meet other college students. After five 
minutes we began walking again, taking short breaks ‌to 
conserve our energy. An hour of relatively easy going (as 
it was a gentle downhill), we got to a place where it was 
almost vertical so we needed to be careful that we got 
down safely. We then realised that we might have to climb 
up the same place that we scrambled down! Once at the 
bottom we had our lunch and caught our breath once 
again. Shortly after lunch we arrived at a small swing 
bridge that only could take one person at a time. On the 
swing bridge we could see the hut, where we would stay 
the night, in the distance. The rest of the walk was pretty 
uneventful, and we got to our destination, the Totara Flats 
Hut at 4:00pm, so it took us about 5 and a half hours to 
complete. We got to the hut in good time which allowed 
us to socialise with the other trampers before bed. After 
about an hour of socializing, our guide brought out a radio 
that all of us had not seen before. This was a mountain 
radio which could work deep in the bush where other 
methods of communication did not work. We used it to 
contact people in Wellington to let them know we got to 
the hut safely. If we didn’t contact them, they would send 
out rescue services to find out if we are safe or not. To 
set up the radio, we had to set up a large amount of wire 
connected to the radio and attach the wire to a high tree 
to enable us to get service in such a remote place. After 
listening to all the other groups also using their mountain 
radios around Wellington, and the weather forecast for 
the next few days, we packed away the radio. It was now 
6:00pm, so we needed to make ourselves some dinner. 
After dinner we set off for an early night as we all knew 
that there was a big day full of tramping ahead of us.

Day 2 - Totara Flats Hut to Mt Holdsworth 
Carpark 
The next morning we woke up at 7:00am 
to pack up all of our gear and to get ready 
to leave. Once we were all packed, it was 
8:00am, so we played cards and had our 
breakfast. We began walking for the day at 
9:00am and we tried our best to have as few 
breaks as we could so we can get back to the 
carpark in good time. We continued walking 
until we got to the big hill, the one we were 
hoping not to climb up from yesterday, around 
11:00am. After looking at it for long enough 
we started climbing the hill. It ‌didn’t take that 
long to get up, however we took quite a few 
breaks. After getting to the top it was around 
1:00pm and we were all exhausted. We took 
a moment to catch our breath then continued 
along the track. The River Ridge track took us 
to a small hut where we made our lunch. We 
all packed up again and continued our return 
journey. This part of the track was far more 
painful than the other parts of the trip as I 
kept rolling my ankle on tree roots. After going 
downhill with my ankle feeling like it’s about 
to fall off with my foot, we finally made it to flat 
ground! We turned off the River Ridge Track 
and onto the Donnelly Flat Track which was 
quite easy and we got through it in less than 
an hour as we got there around 3:00pm. Now 
we were on the home straight! We continued 
walking for half an hour on the same track 
as we began our journey on the first day. We 
got to the carpark at 4:00pm with us almost 
dragging our gear to the cars because of our 
tiredness. In spite of this we were glad that we 
went as it was, for all of us, a great learning 
experience as we fully used compasses and 
maps to navigate our way to the hut and back. 
In the process we met new friends and bonded 
with our peers. In conclusion, this tramp has 
made me think more about the surrounding 
nature, and how we should protect it for future 
generations.

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Department Reports
English
A brief personal reflection. I started teaching in 1979 
and I have taught at six schools – three in England and 
three here in Aotearoa/New Zealand. Looking back 
over those 43 years, I’m amazed at how teaching has 
changed so dramatically. I’ll highlight two in particular:

Technology 
In my first few years, teachers would spend most of 
their non-teaching time preparing resources. We’d use 
a device called a banda machine, which was incredibly 
primitive! I wouldn’t be surprised if Noah had one on 
the Ark! There were no such things as laptops, cell 
phones, photocopiers, or data projectors! Even as 
recently as the 1990’s, when I was teaching at Mana 
College, there was only one video player for the whole 
school – you had to book it weeks in advance if you 
wanted to show a video to your class!

Assessment 
In my first 20 years of teaching, the main assessment 
for all Year 11 students was School Certificate. This 
was a three-hour exam held for every subject at the 
end of the year. They marked it out of 100–if you got 
49% or less you failed, and you had to repeat the 
whole course the following year! There was no such 
thing as Internal Assessment.

However, there are some things in teaching which 
haven’t changed: 
Good teachers are good teachers–whichever decade 
they taught in. I have worked with some amazing 
teachers over the years and the common features of 
all have them have been:

	� they’re fair but firm
	� they have a great sense of humour
	� they build positive relationships with their students
It’s been said that “boys learn teachers, not subjects” 
and that’s a great summary of what makes a great 
teacher.

The other thing which hasn’t changed is how blessed 
I feel to have been a teacher and HOD. It’s certainly 
been a challenge ‌but as Father Jean-Claude Colin 
once said: “What a task it is to form a man; how 
difficult it is; how much patience is required; but is 
there anything greater?” 

As HOD I’ve had the huge privilege of leading an 
amazing department and working with so many 
awesome teachers. I thank you sincerely.

Our senior design students create well-thought-out, creative design 
branding on their chosen topic using industry-standard software. The 
range of skills they learn in design prepares them for an eclectic mix 
of courses and careers.

Year 11 Food and Nutrition
This year was a very special year as the class was the 
only class in New Zealand to be piloting the Food and 
Nutrition standards under the new banner of Health 
Studies. The class of 23 students embraced the new 
way of teaching and learning and achieved some 
great results in the two internals and two external 
assessments. Feedback from some students was 
positive, such as “I found the assessments easy to 
write about as our learning was fun and interesting and 
totally relevant to me as a Year 11 student.” “I did not 
struggle in any assessments” “I was proud to lead the 
way for New Zealand students in Food and Nutrition”. 
As their teacher I was very proud of the way the 
students embraced the new learning style and topics. 
They never felt disadvantaged being the first students 
to gain their credits under the new NZQA system. Yes, 
they still did their beloved practical once a week, but 
even that had a different twist with students taking 
more ownership of what they food they prepared and 
cooked and justified their food choice and influence. 
It was amazing to see the positive influence of Mana 
ōrite mō te mātauranga Māori in the course with more 
students reaching their potential because of this.

Year 12 Food and Nutrition
With a combined course with a few Level 3 students, 
it was fun to start the year with a look at sustainability 
and the outdoors. The class planned a trip with the 
PED200 Students and we all went on a full day cycle 
tour along the Hutt Cycle Trail and over the Rimutaka 
Incline. The focus was on the sustainable packaging 
and food that would nourish and fill the students but be 
sustainable.

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Year 10 Physical Education and 
Wellbeing
Students covered a range of topics in their learning 
this year. In Health, Students started the year with 
an Inquiry into the effects of recreational drugs 
on the wellbeing of individuals and communities. 
Students moved on to a two-term unit around 
relationship and sexuality education. Finally, 
classes looked into Mental health with a lens to 
strategies for managing mental health and breaking 
down masculine stereotypes about mental health.

In Physical Education, students took up the 
challenge to run their own sports tournament in 
classes where they were to organise all the aspects 
and responsibilities associated with a successful 
sports competition. They also planned and carried 
out their own fitness program, and lead their own 
PE classes. A highlight of the year was in the 
final term when we learned about sport science 
principles and applied them to performance in the 
simple game of force back. It initially surprised 
students to see physics principles in their PE 
lessons but quickly picked up on how to turn 
these into strategies they could apply to their own 
practical performance.

PED100
Silverstream’s Level 1 cohort was one of only 6 from 
across New Zealand to be trialling the new NCEA 
achievement standards in 2022. 

The year began with students exploring the concept 
of kotahitanga, and the strategies which groups can 
utilise to promote this through movement. We learned 
about different ways of developing kotahitanga through 
small games and challenges, before we embarked 
on our Rippa rugby tournament where we set out to 
emulate a professional sports league as closely as 
possible. Students went through a combine and draft 
process, joined various franchises under the guidance 
of CEOs, and were appointeda  role such as media 
manager, stadium manager, match official and head 
coach. This provided the perfect opportunity for us to 
implement two strategies we had been learning about 
in a team situation where we needed to work together 
to succeed, but also to cooperate with rival franchises 
to make the tournament function smoothly.

In Term 2, we started exploring the concept of Ki O 
Rahi – a modern interpretation of a traditional Māori 
activity. We learnt about the Pūrakau or Rahi, the 
tikanga that goes with participation, and how ihi, wehi 
and wana are expressed through playing. We also 
looked to hone our performance of the skills of the 
game through the application of biophysical principles.

Next, we moved on to volleyball, and learned about 
self assessment and video commentary for our own 
performance. We also used this as an opportunity 
to learn a bit about the human body, anatomy and 
exercise physiology involved in bodily movement and 
performance.

We ended the year with a trip exploring some 
remarkable parks of our local area. We tramped from 
Birchville up to Cannon’s Point trig, and down to 
Birchville Dam. As well as amazing sights, the tramp 
was quite a challenge, a different fitness.

It was quite a challenge for both staff and students 
to adjust to the new assessment framework, but the 
opportunity to trial and learn from this first pilot will set 
us all up for success in future years–especially those 
moving into NCEA level 2 courses next year.

Hello Stream, my name is Oscar and in 2022 I was a 
part of Mr Tagaloa PED200 class. I chose this class 
because I enjoy playing sports and learning about 
the little things you need to know. We don’t just play 
sports every lesson but we learn about the importance 
of physical activity, principles of training and working 
out and we also go on trips. This year they have 
assessed us on 4 topics throughout the year. To start 
the PED year off we went on “the big coast”, this is a 
massive bike ride that the class does from school to 
Featherston on the day. This bike ride was a total of 27 
kms and took over the whole day. We also learnt about 
the role and significance of physical activity. With this 
assessment we would learn about the significance 
of physical activity but we would also have time to 
connect with the Silverstream primary school students 
across the road and explain to them the importance of 
it.

Development 
Level 2 Academic Athletic Development 2022 was 
a year full of different experiences and learning, 
giving students the chance to explore many new 
opportunities. We took a deep dive into sports 
and worked on how we, as student athletes, could 
work on improving our athletic ability so that we 
could use it effectively in our personal pursuits. 
We started the year learning about sports nutrition. 
This was helpful as it built a foundation for our 
cooking, preparing and planning skills. As young 
athletes this gave us valuable skills which we 
could then use as we move on in life, such as how 
you could plan a week of meals. Our next topic 
was Clear for Action. In this topic we took on the 
role of a student coach, exploring the different 
movements of badminton and working on how 
we could use them to enhance the performance 
of an athlete.

For example, one session 
I completed was an upper body workout, this 
was to increase my bench press one rep max, 
which would then help with my physicality in 
football. Last, we moved into our final topic of the 
year, Overseas Mega Leagues. In this standard 
we looked at the significance of overseas mega 
leagues such as the NBA or EPL.

To start the year, we looked into analyzing the issues in safety 
management for outdoor activity and to devise safety management 
strategies. As a class we researched and explored possible risks of 
physical activity and what we could do to minimize these risks we had 
found. We looked in depth at all the risks of paintball. Then we attended 
a practical day of 2 games of paintball so we could implement the 
strategies we, along with the safety brochure, had come up with.

In Term 2, as winter sports started, we looked into devising strategies 
for a physical activity outcome that we wanted to achieve in our own 
chosen sports. We all individually chose a skill that we wanted to 
improve and did so by analyzing professional athletes and comparing 
ours to theirs, as well as carrying out many practical lessons in a 6 week 
training program we created for ourselves. By focusing on a specific 
skill that directly correlates with our chosen sport it lead us well into our 
next internal assessment. Which was to create a coaches rubric and 
be graded by coaches on certain skill areas constantly over a 4 game 
period. As a class we were thankful to all of our coaches who graded 
us on these skills and to our managers, friends, and others who would 
video our games so that we could have evidence to show our teachers, 
determining our grade of achievement for this standard where most of 
us got Merit or Excellence.  

To finish the year, we examined contemporary leadership principles 
applied in physical activity.
